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The Theory of Human Nature in “Theses on Feuerbach” and the Implications for

Ideological and Political Education

Abstract: The nature of human beings is the foundation for understanding the general laws governing the relationship

between human social life and the objective world. In his “Theses on Feuerbach” , Marx proposed for the first time that the

nature of human beings is the ensemble of all social relations. He further interpreted this concept from four aspects:

humans possess both natural and social attributes, with social attributes being the essential characteristic of human nature;

practicality is the key to understanding the issue of human nature; subjectivity is the core of human nature; and human

nature is the unity of historicity and reality. The theory of human nature in “Theses on Feuerbach” not only deepens

Marx’ s scientific understanding of human nature, laying the theoretical foundation for Marxist anthropology, but also has

profound implications for ideological and political education in the new era.
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
