The Construction of Discipline and Work Style for CPC Cadres on the Eve of the Takeover of
Beiping and Its Contemporary Enlightenment (1948—1949)

Abstract: Cadres are the key force ensuring the effective implementation of the policies of the Party organization.
Strengthening the construction of discipline and work style for inner—Party cadres is not only an important measure for the
Communist Party of China to implement the urban takeover policy and rapidly grasp urban political power on the eve of the
founding of the People’ s Republic of China, but also an inherent requirement for a Marxist political party to carry out self—
reform. To explore how cadres who had long grown up in rural areas adapted to the complex requirements of urban work on
the eve of the founding of the People’ s Republic of China, this paper takes the cadres involved in the takeover of Beiping
as the research object, takes “experience and norms” as the core category, and adopts a comparative analysis method of
rural and urban work. It examines the differences between urban and rural work from three dimensions: work objects, work
methods and work requirements, revealing the triple dilemmas faced by the cadre contingent, namely invalidation of
experience, slack discipline and differentiation of identity. Furthermore, it analyzes the systematic construction of the
Beiping Municipal Committee of the CPC in three aspects: institutional constraints, ideological rectification and practical
tempering, and the specific paths to help cadres realize the transformation from *experience — oriented” to “norm —
oriented”. This paper aims to deepen the understanding of cadre construction in the early days of the founding of the
People’ s Republic of China and provide a reference for the education, training and contingent construction of the Party’ s
cadres in the new era.
