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The Three Dimensions of China’s Self—positioning under the New Paradigm of Human Civilization

Abstract: Currently, the unprecedented global transformation of the century is accelerating, and the stigmatization of
China within the Western—dominated international discourse landscape remains prevalent. The self-construction of China’s
image during the 15th Five—year Plan period constitutes an urgent strategic task. The creation of a “new form of human
civilization” in the new era provides an unprecedented historical context and civilizational theoretical foundation for China’s
image — building. This can be understood from three dimensions: Historically, the great achievements of Chinese
modernization, the autonomous consciousness of the new cultural entity, and the proposal of the “second integration”
respectively form the ontological basis, epistemological foundation, and methodological guidance for image — building.
Practically, overcoming the dilemma of Western discourse hegemony’ s “other —shaping” , disseminating a genuine,
multifaceted, and comprehensive image of China, and guiding the creation of this new civilizational form with universal
human values represent three pressing tasks of our time. In terms of practical feasibility, a four—dimensional approach—
subjective generation, identity realization, discursive development, and spatial construction—can establish a practical
framework for image—building. From a civilizational theory perspective, exploring the principles governing China’ s image—
building provides theoretical insights for the scholarly construction of China’s discourse and narrative systems.
